	Our project is to transform a former pasture field which has been unused for a number of years into a Forest Garden. Copying the structure of a young natural woodland with a canopy layer, a shrub layer and a herb layer we aim to plant the first stage of the project during the late autumn/winter 2011. Following permaculture principles and techniques, wildlife habitats will be enhanced and soil structure and health will be improved.

The canopy layer will consist of a diverse number of fruit trees and large shrubs, such as apples, pears, quinces, plums, autumn olives, Siberia peas and Judas trees.  The shrub layer will consist of soft fruit bushes for example, currants, raspberries, gooseberries and blackberries. As far as possible fertility in the Forest Garden will be maintained by nitrogen fixing plants and mineral accumulators.

This autumn/winter 2011 we aim to plant 85 trees and large shrubs and 100 soft fruit bushes and to start propagating plants for the herb layer.
