THE QUADRANGLE TRUST FOREST GARDEN

Background to the project:

The Quadrangle is a large Victorian converted farmstead in Kent with a field, orchard and vegetable garden. It is owned and managed by the Quadrangle Trust. 

The aim of the Trust is to develop it as a centre for sustainable living and the creative arts.

For many years part of the buildings were used as stables for a livery business and the field for grazing. Now that the horses have gone the Trustees have decided to put the field to use for a community vegetable or fruit growing project following permaculture principles and the idea of combining a forest garden and small campsite is taking shape.

Brief:

· To put the field to productive and sustainable use 

· To enhance it as a wildlife habitat

· To involve ‘partners in practice’ who will develop a long term relationship with the forest garden, be involved in its creation, its maintenance and in its products

· To establish an example of permaculture in practice which can be used as a teaching resource

Activities:

· Implementation, management and maintenance of the forest garden by our ‘partners’

· Training courses, demonstrations

· Camping

· Recycling – composting, compost toilets, water harvesting
